Have a conversation with your teacher using the questions below as starting points.

 If the student requires more time to finish a section, do not cut them off. You 

may end the lesson at any section if you run out of time. Move on to the 

Overall Feedback to wrap up the lesson. 

 

Introduction (Minimum time allocation: 1-2 minutes)         

❶ Greet the student.  

⚫ “Hello!” 

⚫ “My name is [teacher’s name].” 

⚫ “What is your name?” 

⚫ “Hi, [student’s name.]. How are you today?” 

⚫ “Are you ready?” 

 

Interaction (Minimum time allocation: 6-8 minutes)        

❶ Introduce the first section. 

⚫ “Okay, now let’s do the Interaction.” 

❷ Read the instructions. 

❸ Ask the student if they’re ready. 

⚫ "Are you ready?" 

⚫ "Okay, let’s start!" 

❹ Ask the first question. 

⚫ "Number 1."  

❺ Comment on the student’s answer or ask simple follow-up questions. 

 Avoid low-energy comments such as "I see" and "Okay." 

 Use easy yes/no and WH-questions to keep the conversation going naturally. 

 DO NOT interrupt the conversation to do error correction. Deliver it in Step 7. 

❻ Repeat Steps 4-5 with the remaining questions.

❶ Introduce Part B. 

⚫ “Now, let’s do Part B.” 

❷ Read the instructions. 

❸ Introduce the Transition Words Bank. 

⚫ “This time, we have a Transition Words Bank. You can use these words or 

other words to connect your ideas into a story.” 

❹ Have the student do the activity. 

⚫ “I will give you 30 seconds to prepare. Your time starts now.” 

⚫ “Are you ready?” 

⚫ “Please start.” 

◆ You may accept any answer that describes the situation in each panel. 

◆ These are some model answers. 

Model Answer A: 

The big sister paints a beautiful picture of a dancer. After painting, 

her little sister goes into into her room. But something bad 

happens. The little sister is playing, and she gets ink on the 

painting! She is sorry, so she cries. Afterward, the big sister says, 

“It’s okay,” so the little sister is happy again. 

 

Model Answer B: 

The older sister is creating a beautiful painting. At night, she sleeps. 

Then, her little sister comes into her room and plays with a ball. 

The little sister gets ink on the portrait, so the painting becomes 

messy. She is so sad, so she cries. The older sister tells her it’s okay. 

She says, “Let’s paint together.” And the little sister says, “Okay.” 

❺ Give feedback. Copy this in the chat box.

Discussion (Minimum time allocation: 3-5 minutes)        

❶ Introduce the third section. 

⚫ “Okay, let’s do the Discussion.” 

❷ Read the instructions. 

❸ Read the topics and ask the student to choose one. 

❹ Introduce the Expressions Bank. 

⚫ “Below, we have an Expressions Bank. You can use these expressions to share 

your opinion.” 

❹ Have the student do the activity. Ask the questions under the topic the student 

picked. 

⚫ “Number 1.” 

❺ Ask follow-up questions to make the student produce more. 

◆ You can add your own follow-up questions and comments to make the 

conversation natural. 

❻ Repeat Steps 4-5 with the remaining questions. 

❼ If time allows, repeat Steps 4-6 with the other topic. 

⚫ “We still have time, so let’s do the other topic.” 

◆ Continue as time allows. You do not have to ask all the questions. 

❽ Give feedback for this section. Copy this in the chat box.
